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Political parties should discuss the concerns of female voters. Advocates raise awareness by offering Premier gifts of bread, roses and building blocks
(Dieppe, NB) On Friday September 1, two coalitions joined forces to raise awareness about the importance of discussing women’s concerns during this election campaign.

Representatives of the New Brunswick Child Care Coalition offered large building blocks to the Premier in the hopes that he will use these blocks to build universal child care in the province while members of the Coalition for Pay Equity presented bread and roses to Premier Lord asking him to adopt pay equity legislation. 
“We chose the symbol of bread and roses because women want to benefit from the province’s economic prosperity (represented by bread) and to be treated fairly (represented by roses)” says Johanne Perron, coordinator with the Pay Equity Coalition.

“Women’s concerns are issues that need to be discussed during election time“

says Jody Dallaire, coordinator of the Child Care Coalition “We are looking for the political parties to outline real solutions to two of these concerns : the need for pay equity and child care. Women lose revenue because of the historical wage discrimination against traditionally female jobs. They also suffer stress in balancing their work and family lives when they cannot find or afford quality child care for their children.” 

As half of voters are women, the two coalitions believe that women deserve to know how each political party plans to address their concerns before voting on September 18.
